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 We open the envelope. There on the front of the card we see a picture of the Three Wise Men. We open the card and read the 

above words.  

 In 1896 a tender Christmas classic written by Henry van Dyke entitled The Other Wise Man was published; it tells the story 

of the fourth wise man who was left behind in his search for the Christ. Artaban believed that the time was very near for the Messiah 

to be born; he sold all that he owned and purchased three jewels to carry as gifts for the newborn King. His three friends, all coming 

from long distances, agreed that they would wait only ten days for him after the sighting of the star. The journey to meet his friends 

was long and arduous, but he was almost thereébut then: he encountered a sick man on the road who desperately needed his help 

and he stopped. He would be too late! Buying a camel with one of the jewels, he continued his journey to Bethlehem, only to miss 

his friends AND the Holy Family. Using another jewel he bought off one of Herodôs soldiers who was about to take a precious baby 

from a woman who informed him that the Holy Family was headed to Egypt. Month after month, year after year, the Other Wise 

Man searched for the King; though he did not find Him to worship, he found many to help. After thirty-three years he arrived in Jeru-

salem amid an uproar of shouting and pushing as the crowd moved toward the hill on which crucifixions took place. Thinking that he 

had finally found the King, he hurried, hoping he could offer his last jewel, a great pearl, to the enemies of the King and rescue him 

before he died. But no; encountering a young girl who was about to be killed because her deceased father owed a large sum of mon-

ey, he offered his pearl to save her life.  Then, the earth shook, the sky darkened; poor Artaban, stopped again, a heavy rafter fell on 

himéYET, he heard a soft voice: ñYou have been a faithful servant; when I was hungry you fed me; énaked, you clothed me; éin 

prison, you visited me.ò But when? óWhenever you helped one of my people, you helped me.ò His journey was overéhe had found 

the King. 

Christmas is over; our time at the manger has endedéyet, prayerfully we are filled with the new life of our Saviorôs birth; 

possibilities await us as we continue on our journey seeking the Christ.  We too are ñthe other wise ómenôò! Let usé
